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Offering a wide range of 19 distinct courses in
Wyndham—from Animal Care and Community
Services to Plumbing—The Gordon is committed
to providing accessible and relevant education.
Their FREE TAFE options and flexible study
modes, including full-time and part-time, ensure
that students can balance their studies with other
commitments. With three campuses in Wyndham,
The Gordon is deeply rooted in the community
and dedicated to making a positive impact.

So, just how significant is The Gordon’s
presence in Wyndham? In 2023, a notable
802 Wyndham residents were enrolled in
Certificate or Diploma courses at The

489 VET Delivered to Secondary School
(VETDSS) students and 8 international
students, underscoring The Gordon’s
broad reach and impact.

Data from
June 2024 shows Western Melbourne’s unemployment rate at
6.2%, compared to Victoria’s 4.5% and Australia’s 4.1%. “We strive
to stay innovative and meet the needs of individuals, communities,
and industries,” says The Gordon. Their adaptability and forward-
thinking approach ensure they remain relevant and effective.
